Sikalastic® M 689 AE can be used directly in exposed 
applications as the mechanical properties are not af-
fected, but has a limited aesthetical UV resistance.

Sikalastic® M 689 AE must be applied by 2-Compon-
ent hot spray high pressure equipment.

▪

Product must only be applied in accordance with 
their intended use.

▪

Do not apply on substrates with rising moisture or 
are unstable.

▪

On substrates likely to exhibit outgassing, apply dur-
ing falling ambient and substrate temperature. If ap-
plied during rising temperatures “pin holing” may oc-
cur from rising vapour. Sikalastic® or Sikafloor® range 
of primers may assist with reducing or eliminating 
this effect.

▪

Do not apply near to running air intakes of air condi-
tioning units. Switch off units and seal intakes before 
applying.

SUBSTRATE PREPARATION

The preparation of the substrate and the use of the 
appropriate primer are of paramount importance. All 
surfaces to which Sikalastic® M 689 AE is applied 
should be sound, clean and dry and free from oil or 
grease, loose particles and any other substances which 
may impair adhesion. For substrate pre-treatment pri-
or to the primer application refer to particular primer 
product data sheet. 
Concrete and cementitious screeds: 
Concrete and other cementitious substrates must 
have a minimum pull off strength of 1.5 N/mm². Any 
laitance present on the surface must be removed 
mechanically. Shot blasting is the preferred method. 
Release oil and other contaminants which may impair 
adhesion must be removed prior to the application of 
the primer. 
Metal substrate: 
Should be sand blasted to a Sa 2 ½ finish prior to ap-
plication of the primer.

MIXING

Dose and mix with suitable air driven or electrical two-
part hot spray equipment. The accuracy of mixing and 
dosage must be controlled regularly with the equip-
ment. 
Stir well PTA drums before use to homogenise the 
content. Precondition the membrane components to 
the correct temperature 70-80°C prior to application. 
Check mix ratios are correct at the start of spraying 
and regularly throughout the spraying procedure.
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APPLICATION

Sikalastic® M 689 AE can only be applied by means of 
a suitable two component heated, high pressure, pro-
portioning spray equipment (e.g. Graco® or any other 
suitable). The choice of machine depends to a large 
extent on the type and size of work contemplated. 
For advice, please contact Technical Service Depart-
ment. 
Sikalastic® M 689 AE should only be applied to prop-
erly prepared substrates. For best results substrate 
and air temperature should be in a range 5- 40°C. 
Sikalastic® M 689 AE should be applied within the re-
commended temperature and relative humidity limits. 
The temperature of the substrate should be min. 3°C 
above the dew point. 
Due to the fast reaction it is possible to rapidly build 
thicknesses. 
Surrounding areas should be protected from over-
spray by masking off. Care should be taken to prevent 
spray mist being carried by wind by suitable barrier.

CLEANING OF EQUIPMENT

Re-useable tools should be cleaned carefully with a 
suitable thinner (Xylene / MEK / Acetone). Hardened 
material can only be removed mechanically.
